This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	· Using KAPOW’s scheme of work opportunities will arise to sing and play a variety of instruments. Both schools have tuned and untuned percussion – plus a few keyboards and guitars (at Oakhill). Some year groups will have whole class music tuition for 45-60 minutes with specialist entrust teachers. Year 3 at Oakhill and Year 3 and 4 at Hanbury’s Farm.
· Following the KAPOW scheme for at least half an hour each week or focussed music days at the end of half term to cover a unit. Additional 15 minutes per week singing assembly and extra time for singing throughout the year to prepare for celebration assemblies (Harvest, Christmas, Easter, Leavers). 
· Both schools work with entrust to provide music tuition for whole class teaching (typically years 3 and 4). Hanbury’s Farm currently have small-group violin tuition with selected Year 5 pupils. These lessons will cover many of the terms outlined in the model music curriculum.

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.

Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	· Harvest assemblies for most year groups
· Christmas celebration assemblies or musicals for all year groups
· Easter singing assemblies for most year groups (lengths of half term permitting)
· Regular performances at venues such as the NEC (young voices) Lichfield Cathedral (Music Share) or the Coton Centre/Symphony Hall (WCET Concerts)
· Weekly singing assemblies to learn a variety of songs (a mix of praise songs and popular music)
· School songs sung at every assembly and event. 
· Regular Live Music concerts provided by entrust for pupils to watch a variety of instruments being performed live by professional musicians.
· Both schools visit theatres (year 6 trip to London) or have travelling musical theatre companies visit to perform pantomimes. 



In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Increase the range of instruments available for use within music lessons by purchasing new and better quality resources.
Attend WCET concerts when local venues are used.
Encourage further collaboration with entrust to provide more instrumental lessons and Live Music concerts
Return to running regular choirs with teaching staff or other musical instrument clubs (recorder/guitar)
Continue to monitor the provision of Kapow’s music scheme and its impact on the learning of children. 
Investigate the use of Sing Up as a resource for singing assemblies and as a possible source for teachers to teach whole class recorder as an alternative to the Kapow scheme.
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
